Free Online Storage
I've mentioned it before, but opening a new email account at gmail or elsewhere is a useful idea to save emails/links/other info that you want to have long term.  Put a description you will remember in the subject line and then just search for it when needed.
Both Itunes (Apple) and Google now offer free online storage and access to as many as 20,000 songs.  This is a good idea to avoid losing your music with a computer crash.
Dropbox offers 2GB of a free site that you can upload and store documents, music, photos, etc.   You can upload almost anything and then send a link to whomever you want so that they can also access it.
Windows Live Skydrive offers 5-25GB of free online storage (depends on when you first access it) to store things longer term.
For a very small annual fee,  Google's Picasa Web albums will let you store an almost unlimited amount of pictures.  Apple's Icloud is to do the same but is having some glitches.  Both programs offer free storage of almost 1000 pictures.
Evernote offers a neat place to save documents, notes, pictures, etc and access them from anywhere.  Their free service has more access than you are likely to need, but they also offer a fee based premium service with more features and space.

I use a few more robust services for file storage and sharing that requires annual fees.  If you are interested, call or write.
